A copy of the application form can also be
printed from our website, Caddosheriff.org. You can find the form under the "How Can I..." section in the Public
Information area. Completed applications must be returned to the nearest Sheriff's Office substation by 12 p.m.
on September 30. If approved, the permit will allow you to block portions of your street.

National Night Out will be celebrated in Caddo Parish on October 7. Residents are encouraged to take a stand
against crime by participating in neighborhood gatherings and crime prevention events.

Sheriff Henry Whitehorn, Sr. stated, "It's a great opportunity to meet your neighbors, show support for law
enforcement, and learn about what's happening in your community.
