Woman arrested for battery; sends man to
hospital

Caddo Sheriff's deputies arrested a Fort Worth, Texas, woman after she beat a man with a glass mug, sending him
to the hospital with lacerations.

Celeste Horton, 32, was arrested for aggravated second-degree battery. She was booked into Caddo Correctional

glass mug. She continued hit him with the mug, even after it shattered.

Scott went to a local hospital for treatment of a fractured cheek bone and multiple lacerations to his head, face, and
arms. He was later released from the hospital.
